
Cuts in a curved line through the paper

Loop or spring-loaded scissors
Smaller “kid size” scissors
Use smaller, thicker paper
Larger shapes/designs with thick lines

MAKE IT EASIER

CIRCLE

CURVED LINE

REMINDERS
Make sure your child always has their thumb
positioned upward (“Thumbs Up!”)
Keep the scissors straight while the paper gets
turned
Make activities fun! Use Play-Doh, cardboard, or
other materials for cutting

SNIPPING
Small open and close motion with the scissors

STRAIGHT LINE
Cuts in a straight line through the paper
